Intervention orders
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1 Seek legal advice


Your solicitor will be able to assist you and give you advice about making an application to the court for an order and advise you on the powers that you may need and what you should be thinking about.  








2. Making an Application


The application is usually made to the sheriff court in the area where the adult lives. There is a process which must be followed before the appointment is considered or granted.








3. Caution


Most financial interveners i.e. the person granted authority, will need to find caution, which is a form of insurance. The court order will state the details which are to be met.








4. Your Certificate


We will send the intervener a certificate of appointment and a copy of the court order. 











5. If You have powers to deal with heritable property


You must arrange for your court order to be sent to the Registers of Scotland. 








6.  Monitoring


The Public Guardian has statutory authority to monitor financial interveners. 


Financial Interveners have specific duties to fulfil.





7. Quarterly progress report


Financial interveners are required by law to send a progress to the Public Guardian.  








8. Using heritable property powers 


If you have specific powers to buy or sell the adult’s property, you must contact us before accepting or making an offer.








9. Report Changes


The Public Guardian must be told about certain changes of circumstances, for example if you change address








10. Terms of the order are fulfilled


If you have told us that you have completed the terms of the order and we agree, we will write to you confirming this. We will then terminate the order.
